Men’s Activities

Men have an innate desire to get involved and live life to the fullest. At CrossPointe, we schedule different men’s activities to give men the chance to be a part of the life of the church. Through scheduled events such as campouts, Ranger’s games, monthly breakfasts, etc., men in the church have the opportunity to get to know each other a little better and find out where they can fit in at Crosspointe.
Men’s Life Groups
The Men’s Life group training materials have been selected carefully, reflecting CrossPointe’s goal for every man in the church to discover who he is, God’s design and plan for him, and developing a growing faith that leads to biblical qualities and characteristics. 

We start with the basics, carefully removing any false stereotypes about how “church going” men should act, and studying God’s Word about what true biblical manhood is about. 
“Wild at Heart”, the leadoff study, challenges men to move from the “poser” – the man who utilizes well-known church lingo, presenting himself as “having it all together” while at the same time struggling on the inside and but hesitant to move on from discussing football games in the foyer after church. 
With “Wild at Heart”, you will discover why many men are stagnant, and have grown bored with their faith. They have not yet tapped into the life God has set in front of them. You will learn how to move away from a regimented, cautious life to one that reflects passion and preparation for spiritual warfare. You will discover the deep desire and need for a man to battle for his faith, family, and righteousness. 

A great Book of the Bible to study concurrently with Wild at Heart is the Book of Acts. Peter, John, and Paul put their faith into action – at an intense level full of personal sacrifice – contrary to the soft, apologetic response to faith too prevalent in churches today.  
From there, you will move to “Battle Ready”, a study of two men, Caleb and Joshua, in the Old Testament whom made the application of faith discussed in Wild at Heart. The enemy is bound to throw some barriers of discouragement and trials at a man whom has recently discovered his true masculinity in the faith and is ready to fight for righteousness. 
In Battle Ready, you will discover how Caleb and Joshua faced down the giants warring against them. You will also learn how God uses times of discouragement, failure, and humiliation in your life to prepare you to be a warrior of the faith, accomplishing great things for God and effectively reaching people whom you would never have reached before.
Reading simultaneously through Numbers, Deuteronomy and Joshua will give you the biblical, up close account of these men’s lives, challenges, and callings.

After Battle Ready, back to the New Testament while studying the revised edition of the best-selling book “The Measure of a Man”. Gene Getz discusses specific biblical characteristics to strive for to be a man of God. Men will gain encouragement for what they can be in Christ - as fathers, husbands, and mentors to other men. 
Drawn from Paul's letters to Timothy and Titus, true masculinity isn't measured by a man's own strength apart from God, but by these 20 biblical guidelines the Lord uses to equip, strengthen and refine a man. With life applications and words of inspiration, this updated edition speaks in practical terms to men from every generation. Reading along I and II Timothy, as well as Titus during personal devotion time while going through this study will enhance the participants learning.

After completing these three studies, you will be ready to tackle the “Top Gun” series. Through the nine-month Basic Training small group experience, men can expect to develop a consistent walk with the Lord, build lasting relationships with other men, and learn to make an impact for the Kingdom. 


For the next nine months, groups of men then meet weekly, working through the Basic Training Participants Manual. Additional materials include seven outside reading books, memorization of scripture, and an audio series. Members make a commitment to each other to stay together for the entire nine months to help build a comfort level: they agree upon a Group Covenant to facilitate progress. Comprehensive leader materials are provided. 

Each week, members commit to applying the lessons they've studied, complete their "homework", and pray for each other. This is a high level commitment – but one that, when you complete, will change your life forever. Those who so desire can move onto the “Top Gun Discipleship Training” study once they have completed Basic Training.
Men’s Service and Outreach
A goal of CrossPointe is to have each ministry “Adopt an Outreach”, so to speak. For the Impact Men’s Ministry, that outreach is the Sanders Estes Unit in Venus, TX.  About four times a year, men from CrossPointe attend worship service at the prison, and have the opportunity to visit with the prisoners and share God’s plan of salvation with them. We are working under Ellis County Christian Men’s Alliance in this ministry, joining forces with men from other churches in the community.

Each year, at Christmas, gift bags are handed out to the prisoners by volunteers which gives another opportunity to witness to unbelievers. There is also a special Christmas worship service that men can participant in.
There are plenty of additional opportunities for men to serve within the church as well – such as greeting team, the yard dogs, special work projects, helping single mom’s, the elderly, etc.
